So if you want to increase the level of
respect you show for each other athome,
try this: eliminate your family voice. |
know, it's hard. Because I'm convinced
we don't even hear it in ourselves
anymore after a period of years.

When | catch myself, this is what | do:
| pretend my wife and kids are perfect
strangers, someone from work, or a
friend | haven't seen in a while.

Which is what
they deserve. Every day.
